The specialized teams continue their efforts in providing different kinds
of support for the several recorded social cases of those applying for
assistance. Every case will be studied separately to decide the suitable
kind of aid. HAI is keen to accommodate the divergent family needs
including the health, educational, and humanitarian needs as well as
the daily life requirements.

During 2012, the beneficiaries of this plan reached 47650 people
belonging to 12 thousand families. 2183 of these families were
citizens wile 9917 families were residing there. The total value of this
plan mounted to 9 million AED distributed inside the UAE. HAI records
point out that the beneficiaries of Alms were 3500 cases of the poor
and the needy. The families that have received the in-kind assistance
reached 4600 families, 170 cases of the elderly and the unable to
work, 324 of the widows, 256 of the divorced, 68 of the abandoned. It
is worth noting that HAI helped about 2066 cases who failed to fulfill
their various financial needs. With regard to the health cases who are
in need for the costs of the surgeries, providing medicine as well as
helping to provide for delivery cases, HAI helped 557 people. In brief,
the total of the needy cases who applied for getting financial support
mounted to 12 thousands distributed in various Emirati states.
