In addition the program includes various projects in an attempt
to improve the status of poor families through the alienation of
handicraft equipment; such as: sewing machines, transporting
wagons or putting them in possession of livestock or agricultural
lands to make living. It is worth noting that these projects have
contributed in achieving self- sufficiency. However, the most
prominent of HAI projects in relation to the social program is
the project of orphans> and childhood care. Throughout its
progression, HAl was able to sponsor more than 50000 orphans at
several countries where it offers its social, educational, health or
relief care.

Through adopting the educational program, HAI performs
divergent plans such as building and maintaining mosques,
establishing and furnishing schools and educational centers

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Distributing Zakah

During 2013, zakah (Alms) has been distributed amongst
43750 people belonging to 11200 families. The total budget
of this project amounted to 8 million and 7 hundred
thousand AED. This budget has been distributed amongst
the Emirati states. HAI records indicate that the beneficiaries
were in the following arrangement: 3440 poor people, 170
elderly, 324 widows, 260 divorced, 64 abandoned, while 4310
families received in-kind assistance. There were 1930 cases
that have been also supported through this plan because
they failed to fulfill their financial commitments. Further,
611 cases were supported for this critical health conditions
such as affording for surgeries, providing medicine, covering
delivery surgeries. In brief, the total number of the families
that submitted applications for getting zakah support
reached 11200 families from various Emirates.

Ajman Funerals services

HAI has offered two qualified vehicles to transfer the dead in support
for Ajman funeral service. This service manifests one of the remarkable
initiatives that a group of the young undertake to prepare and transfer the
dead to be buried. Further, this initiative takes into consideration all the
measures to facilitate the procedures of the burial as well as working out
all their belongings in Ajman.

The vehicle that cost HAI 290 thousand AED has been offered to support
the initiatives launched by the youth from one hand and to execute HAI
policy in providing the needy families with this service from the other.
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HAI provided Al-Ogabiah correctional institutional with 400
boxes to support concepts of cleanness in cooperation with
the general leadership of Ajman police station. The boxes
were delivered in the headquarter of the institution. Each
box includes 8 essential materials. It is worth noting that the
total budget of 400 boxes amounted to 31.600 AED. The goal
is to support the institution’s role in taking care of the quests
especially the health aspect.

HAI has executed the project of affording for tuition as a backup act for
the deserving students inside the UAE. This plan is one of the various
manifestations of the educational program in 2013. The project that cost
1.2 million AED comprised paying the tuition of 69 schools in Ajman, Ras
Al-Khiama, Umm Al-Qwin, and Sharjah.

The number of the students who benefited from this plan reached
1050 students (boys and girls) studying in various academic stages.
The distinctive characteristic of this plan is providing the schools where
the benefitting students study directly with the tuition. To illustrate, 15
delegates of the concerned schools have received the tuition during a
meeting that has been arranged on this occasion at HAI headquarter in
Ajman.
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It is a project that is established to collect the
surplus food to serve other abstinent families. This
plan achieved great success because it preserves
food and supports the poor; hence, it draws the
smile on the family members’ faces especially that
these families are unable to afford for the provided
meal. The project that started seven years ago
has developed greatly and notably. Therefore, the
beneficiary sectorhasbeen expanded greatly. Thus,
the project has been supported with a qualified car
to preserve the food. On the other hand, the project
has also pleased the occasion owners because
they found the best way to use the surplus food.
The surplus food will be directed to a poor to be
eaten instead of being thrown in the garbage.

HAI has executed Rahman banquets inside the UAE. The project that took
place at 24 mosques and 3 tents in Ajiman and Ras-AlKhaimah has been
extended during Ramadan.

In the same context, HAI teams undertook to prepare the tents especially
established for breaking fast (Iftar) project. Further, HAl teams make sure
that they will provide for all the required facilities such as cooling, furniture
as well as the required area. About 5000 meals were distributed daily in the
mosques. The meals contain diverse nutritious materials and are prepared
by specialized chiefs in restaurants that are well known for following the
measures in addition to punctuality in time.
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Supporting women and family sectors inside the UAE
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Women community has made stable and great
steps towards achieving their goals and vision. This
can be noticed clearly through various initiatives
as well as carrying out many charitable projects in
relation to the poor families and the orphans.
2013 has witnessed special initiatives that were
specially tailored to suit HAl orphans such as visits,
activities and creational activities.
Thus, we will review the all the achievements,
initiatives, activities that was organized by women
committee through this annual report.
Itis worth noting that various social sectors get
supported by the efforts exerted by this committee.
Amongst those supported were: the widows, the
divorced, the abandoned, the orphans, limited
income families, the disabled, the students as
well as other needy people whom the surveys
prove their need. Mareover, the committee works
effectively in financing various charitable projects
to be executed through HAI outside offices such as:
