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Distributing Zakat

The project of distributing Zakat was on the top of HAIl's im-
plemented plans during 2014. To illustrate, HAI distributed 10
million, 716 thousand and 044 AED amongst the registered on
HAI lists besides other people who expressed need for various
things. The assistance is

offered depending on HAI's procedures of field surveys. In fact,
this plan has achieved great effects that have been reflected in
the beneficiaries’ appreciation.

Sponsor
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Orphans’ sponsorship

This project has occupied the second rank on the list of HAl's projects
addressed to orphans. These projects varied between health, educa-
tional and social aspects to qualify the orphan with all required skills to
walk steadily towards achieving their ambitions. To do so, HAI grants
the orphan’s family a small loan depending on a detailed search about
the families’ skills or previous experience. The goal of this plan is to
move families from the consuming lifestyle to the productive lifestyle.
Actually, this plan has notably improved the daily income for many fami-
lies; further, these small projects have grown and expanded to be bigger
and distinctive. It is worth noting that the total value of the expenditure
mounted to 2 million, 909 thousand and 166 AED during 2014.
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Food assistance

Food assistance is one of the prominent projects that HAl accom-
plished in 2014. To illustrate, the parcel that supports the needy
from different social sectors comprises daily requirements such
as legumes, sugar, cooking oil and flower. Moreover, HAI did not
overlook the particular need of families that have children; thus,
HAI supported them with children’s milk. It is worth noting that
HAI took into consideration to offer a parcel that suffices the fam-
ily for a long period of time. In fact, the clear success achieved
moved this plan to occupy the fourth rank of HAI's list of projects;
thus, it deserves to be supported with 1 million, 237 thousand and
168 AED.
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Supporting students

Responding to the honorable directions to support students, HAI pro-
vides students with required support to overcome any difficult obsta-
cles that might block their trip of education. To illustrate, HAl supports
hundreds of students studying in different academic stages through
paying the tuition for the largest possible sector of students. The aca-
demic staffs as well as the student’s parents have expressed their
gratitude to HAI's constant concern to achieve their ambitions. Actu-
ally, this plan came in the fifth rank for its expenditures that mounted
to 1 million, 137 thousand and 850 AED.
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Sponsoring social events

Being keen to promote communities, HAl made it one of its important
strategies to organize social events. The monthly events that HAI orga-

To improve the situation of abstinent families, HAI undertakes
to implement many sponsoring plans addressing abstinent fam-
ilies. These plans are entailed according to close studies of the
families’ actual circumstance that we sort out their needs. This
plan will make their life easy and more comfortable. This plan
is the ninth amongst an eighteen project list 2014 with a budget
mounted to 861 thousand and 051 AED.
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Health care

HAI is keen to apply health projects that prevail: affording for sur-
geries, affording partially for delivery surgeries, providing medicine,
equipping medical centers with devices, running health convoys.
Notably, this plan is strongly connected with other programs. It is
worth noting that HAI implements all the adopted health plans in
cooperation with medical and nursing specialized teams to provide
the beneficiaries with the best possible services. The total of the
expenditures for this plan mounted to 393 thousand and 818 AED;
thus, it is the eleventh plan on HAI's list of programs.
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Cooperation with the Public Works

HAI has struck a deal with the department of Public Works through
which HAI undertakes to implement charitable plans that the depart-
ment adopts as a part of the social responsibility. H.E Ahmad Al-Hama-
di represented the department of Public Works while Mr. Yaqub Liwad
represented HAI. Further, signing the deal was attended by; Salwa Mu-
hammad Al-Suwidi/ the head of the volunteers’ council, Shadi Zaki /
the department’s legal consultant, Samira Suleiman / the director of
corporate communication office and Muhannad Mustafa / the coordi-
nator of the corporate communication office.
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HAI and municipality cooperate —

a mosque in Hlio

HAI has signed an agreement with the Municipality and the
Planning Department in Ajman to establish a mosque in Al-
Hlio Park. H.H Salem bin Ahmad Abdul-Rahman Al-Nuaimi, HAI
Secretary General, signed for HAl while H.H Yahya Ibrahim Ah-
mad, the general manager, signed for the Municipality at HAI
headquarter- Ajman. It is expected that the new mosque will
accommodate the increasing numbers of prayers.
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School bags

This plan occupies the fourth rank in the list of educational pro-
grams. This plan can be summarized in providing students belonging
to poor families with a bag full of school stationary. This plan has
helped the students as well as their parents because they would em-
ploy their fund in meeting other needs. The total budget of this plan
that served 2000 students mounted to 98,673 AED.
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HAI cooperates with Public Works

In support for “my flag is my responsibility”, HAl has cooperated
with the department of Public Works to remove all worn out flags
from all establishment and government and private schools. Mr.
Yaqub Liwad represented HAI from Ras Al-Khaima office while H.E
eng. Ahmad Al-Hamadi represented the Public Works. It is worth
noting that this is the second cooperation with this department fol-
lowing the first fruitful cooperation in carrying out social initiatives.
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Furnishing schools

HAI undertakes a number of educational plans with great care. These
educational plans include; furnishing classrooms, equipping scientific
laboratories with computers, developing utilities in schools.

HAI spent 338 thousand and 392 AED on this project; thus, it fall in the
twelfth rank amongst other projects implemented during 2014.
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Developing HAl employees’ skills in marketing

In the context of constant efforts to develop its working team, HAl has
introduced its team to the program of “convincing and marketing in
charity work”. The training course included a revision for the principles
of marketing, selling, negotiation, convincing and practical applica-
tion. During the course, the participants have been enrolled in vivid
discussions about the reality of charitable and humanitarian activities.
The trainers have reviewed many stories of success in the fields. The
participants were asked to analyze reasons of success; then, the new
strategies were practiced. At the end of the meeting, HAl team ex-
pressed their appreciation to the organizers of the event.
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Customers’ relations management course

HAIl employees have finished training on a specialized course about ad-
vanced management of customers’ relations. During the course, the
employees were introduced to the diverse nature of managing custom-
ers’ relations, ways of taking care of the customers, communication
skills as well as depending on the recent studies concerning providing
customer’s service. At the end of the course, the participants received
many honoring certificates and promised to do their best in bringing
HAI's mission to reality.

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Adha campaign: 4 million AED for 4 projects

HAI has concluded Adha campaign that comprised four main projects with
a budget mounted to 4 million AED. The four projects are: Hajj plan, Adahi
(sacrifice plan), surrogate Hajj and dressing plan. In fact, this project has
provided support to more than 125 thousand beneficiaries belonging to 20
000 needy families. In doing so, HAI distributed 3000 udhiya (sacrifices)
with a budget of 1.5 million AED. Further, HAI spent 200 thousand AED on
the plan of Eid dressing distributed amongst 4000 poor people. The plan of
surrogate Hajj that cost a million and 750 thousand AED has facilitated Hajj
retualls for 700 of people suffering from limited income. Moreover, HAI car-
ried out other charitable plans that cost 700 000 AED during this campaign
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HAI carried out various projects in Jordan during 2014.
HAI took into consideration to adopt plans that bring sta-
bility to families through transferring their daily lifestyle
from being consumers to producers. Orphans plans re-
ceived the greatest share of the budget; it cost 10, 870,
968 AED. Food assistance occupied the second rank
with a budget mounted 1, 401, 460 AED. Apart from that,
HAI carried out other plans including: Zakah distribution,
dressing, fast-breaking, Adahi, Eid dressing and others.

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Alienating artificial limps

This plan provides support to the disabled who suffer
amputation, paralysis, bone distortion, spine deviation.
Through this plan, HAI chose to provide to the needy
residing in Jarash and Souf camp. In fact, the disabled
found that their lives became easier and they are able
to integrate with the surrounding environment; further,
in many cases, they became productive members in the
community.
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Charitable bread

HAI has contacted the near bakeries to the needy families to
offer them a 2 kilo bread parcel daily. The benefitting fami-
lies were chosen depending on the lists provided by HAI's
team who conducted field surveys and contacted man official
and charitable local communities. This plan has been carried
out on wide areas in Jordan: Amman (Al-husain and Al-Naser
camps) Balga (Al-Bagaa camp, southern Shonah, Dir Ala)
Zarqa (Al Zarqa and Hittin camps) Karak (lowland s) Madaba
(Madaba and Al-Talbia camps).
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In 2014, HAI carried out 13 projects with a budget mounted
6, 385, 407 AED. Orphans’ projects received the majority of
the budget with 5, 488, 245 AED. The rest of the projects’ list
comprised: Zakah distribution, Eid dressing, fast-breaking
meals, productive families plans, establishing mosques, run-
ning Quran memorization centers, food assistance, medical
care and urgent relief. It is worth noting that HAIl is studying
seriously the possibility to undertake other similar plans fo-
cusing on health, social and educational plans. Further, HAI
is intended to pay more attention to the plans that develop
families’ skills in creating their stable sources of income.

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Running a relief convoy to Zafidovic

In Bosnia, HAI has run a relief convoy to support the af-
flicted in Zafidovic with the required tools including: shov-
els, special boots, vehicles, safety protectors and gloves to
clean up the place.

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Establishing houses for orphans

In Bosnia, the plan of establishing houses for orphans is
considered one of the most important projects amongst
others accomplished there. Thus, HAI has finished building
and renovating many houses during 2014. To illustrate, the
establishing activities include the preparation works, laying
the foundations, building the walls and fixing the roof, inside
health supplies and electric supplies; in addition to other
requirements to secure the stable and comfortable life for
the orphan.
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HAI teams finished 18 projects with a general budget of 12, 741,
282 AED. it is worth noting that HAI spent the majority of the as-
cribed budget for Sudan on orphans’ plans; thus it occupied the
first rank. Plans of establishing mosques and Quran memorization
centers recorded also high expenditures. Further, Sudan records
indicate that HAl implemented sustainable projects such as pro-
ductive families’ plans, building and developing schools, drilling
wells; in addition to other social plans. HAI did not overlook the
need for health support; hence, several plans of running health
convoys were undertaken to support the widest possible sector

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Darfur wells

HAI has finished drilling two wells in Qldi-Al-Bahir village
in support for returned voluntarily to Darfur state. In fact,
this village lacks natural sources severely although resi-
dents practice agriculture and grazing mainly. However,
HAI's team found that the village has a fertile soil, wide
areas of agricultural areas in addition to being near to the
market. Thus, the chance to establish developmental proj-
ects especially agricultural ones is strongly viable. Hence,
HAI started to lay down infrastructure through drilling two
wells supporting 4 thousand people. Above that, this plan
will create the chance to start a red-bricks plan.
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A year of feeding poor families

This plan has addressed poor abstinent families in Khartum
and Kasala. Through this plan, 6 needy families (55 persons)
were provided with essential feeding items that sufficed
their needs for a year focusing on children less than 5 years
who suffered from malnutrition for a long period of time. The
provided parcel included: wheat flour, corn flour, sugar, cook-
ing oil, lentils, rice, onions, kidney beans, tomato-paste, tea,
yogurt, biscuits, vermicelli, Spaghetti and halva. HAI carried
out this plan on two stages i.e. every 6 month stage.

Providing school books

During the annual meeting with orphans’ mothers, HAI office
in Senegal organized a great party with the participation of
the humanitarian organizations and the Ministry of Family
and Women. The latter has praised the performance of HAI
in providing backup to the Senegalese women, children and
the disabled. Moreover, during the event that took place at
the International Trade Center in Dakar, the office has dis-
tributed a number of school books and stationary amongst
families of limited income in support for students’ in schools.
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HAI office in Iraq tried to adopt the plans that could
provide the utmost possible support. In doing so, the
projects of orphans occupied the first rank amongst
a list of 9 projects executed there. To illustrate, HAI
spent 8, 068, 999 AED. Moreover, HAI carried out
other plans that created stable sources of income to
poor families; other plans comprised: Eid dressing,
sponsoring needy families and health care. During
2014, HAI ascribed 8, 754, 201 AED to carry out its
plans in Iraq.
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Watering schools

Easy access to potable water is one of the simplest hu-
man rights; however, scarcity of water in general and the
potable type in particular deprived many of this essential
right. Thus, HAl's team in Iraq made their efforts to pro-
vide schools with clean potable water. Usually, they were
used to drink ordinary water. Actually, this plan provided
the school with small desalination and sterilizing system
(400 gallon/ day) with specially equipped tank inside the
school; then, the unit is linked to a two faucets. Hence,
the beneficiaries will drink clean potable water directly.
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Diabetes checking device

Recently, diabetes is one of the chronic diseases in the world gen-
erally and in lraq notably. Because of the nature of this disease, the
patientis in need for constant inspection to keep its rate under con-
trol as much as possible to avoid possible complications. Realizing
this fact, we launched this initiative after receiving the adoption let-
ter in Baghdad. Immediately, HAI started to sort out the diabetes
patients depending on their chronic record and their poverty. Actu-
ally, these devices have been brought from the local market.
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In Palestine, HAI office exerted distinctive efforts
in choosing plans that touch everyday life of needy
families. The adopted projects varied between
health, educational, social and relief projects. In
doing so, HAI spent 30, 030, 569 AED on several
projects: orphans’ support, Zakah, Eid dressing,
fast-breaking, food assistance, furnishing schools,
establishing and renovating mosques amongst oth-
er projects.
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Alienating sewing machines

Poor families have supported needy families with sewing
machines. So, they can easily gain their daily income. This
assistance was given after making sure that the benefit-
ting women are able to use this machine. On the other
hand, the benefitting women evaluated highly HAI's kind
act because it raised the general income of their fami-
lies. Undoubtedly, this kind of projects empower women
in addition to supporting the working power in Palestine
generally through providing the Palestinian market with
required hand to expand work and productivity.
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Blood analysis device for Al-Eman center

Al-Eman dispensary is one of the oldest medical centers in
Anabta which is one of the largest villages in Tulkarem south-
ern Palestine. This dispensary has a pediatrics, dentist, gyne-
cology, and emergency clinics; however, the laboratory is in
need for equipment and devices. Providing this device sup-
ports a wide sector of beneficiaries. The center is located in
a place that is easily accessed; thus, it is easy for people to
receive the required service. Further, it would be easy to re-
lieve the injured in accidents.
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HAI carries out several projects at different African
countries. Niger is one of the African countries where
HAI team carried out a group of charitable projects. Af-
ter conducting detailed field studies, the team prepared
a list of deserving families. Then, HAl executed 14 plans
that developed families’ productive skills in a way that
enhanced their daily income. Reaching the end of 2014,
HAI spent 2,144, 082 AED on plans entailed to support
orphans. Further, the undertaken plans comprised: Za-
kah, drilling wells, fast breaking meals, school bags,
food assistance. In sum, the total budget of HAI plans in
Niger mounted to 5,019,714 AED.

Alienating sewing machines

Taking into consideration the increasing numbers of the
kidney- failure patients, HAl noticed that the capable hos-
pitals in Zander-Niger are rare. Thus, HAl's team there
found it necessary to support Zander hospital with kid-
ney-dialysis device for the second time is necessary. In
fact, this device will save the patients the efforts of travel-
ling to the capital a thousand kilometer to receive treat-
ment. According to medical statistics, 2800 people are in
need to undergo kidney dialysis which stands for 16% of
patients of this category in Niger. Hence, this project has
achieved touching results lately.
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Alienating solar ovens

This type of ovens utilizes the solar energy in cooking food;
thus, this type of energy will replace fuel. This clean source
of energy has been employed in community development
though being provided to poor families as well as schools in a
way that improve their social and economic reality.
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HAI has concluded 2014 spending 6,817,042 AED on
several charitable projects. HAl team in Kyrgyz has suc-
cessfully carried out medical plans, educational plans and
social plans. Further, HAI paid orphans’ affairs great at-
tention. Thus, HAI office deserved the award of the best
office for charity depending on polls conducted by main
newspapers and television channels. Similarly, HAI office
has been honored in different occasions for its effective
projects that support needy families.
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Inaugurating a medical center

In Kyrgyz, HAI has established a new medical center. The
goal is to provide the locals with the best possible medical
services. To illustrate, this goal can be achieved through
promoting the performance of the health staff, immuniz-
ing the locals against wide spread projects, alleviating the
financial stress and raising awareness concerning health
crisis. This project is carried out in Iskol where 4500 peo-
ple reside; it is worth noting that this plan will not be lim-
ited to serve these people but it will also provide backup
to the neighboring areas. In fact, it is expected that this
center will receive 40-55 patients daily because it is the
only one in the area.
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Furnishing orphans’ schools

Paying attention to developing education, HAIl has provided
“Karghiztshak” school with teaching aids including: 150 desk,
20 boards and 20 tables and chairs for teachers. The assis-
tance that supported 300 students has been delivered with
the presence of the parliament vice president, school princi-
pal, and a number of school teachers.
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HAIl team in Lebanon is keen to support the local commu-
nity through executing effective projects along the year.
Depending on the field study, the team found the orphans
to be the neediest on HAI list of plans; thus they spent 6,
967,822 AED in 2014 on different plans related to orphans’
affairs. To ad, HAI adopted various plans that change the
daily lifestyle of the poor families such as: Eid dressing,
fast breaking plans, Adahi, food assistance, sponsoring
families amongst others.
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Heating plans: Syrian refugees’ relief
This is one of the most important seasonal projects during 2014.
To illustrate, HAI has distributed 47 kerosene stoves and 42603
liters of kerosene (each family got 40 liters). In mountains where
winter is ruthless, HAI distributed also 682 blankets and heavy
clothes. Moreover, this plan comprised distributing 880 food par-
cels, 625 children and women health requirements parcels and
900 detergents parcels. Above that, HAI supported the locals
there with cash money (Zakah); in addition to potable water. It
is worth noting that the 15 benefitting g families have expressed
deep appreciation and satisfaction with HAI's plan to alleviate
the economic crisis in times of tough winter.
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Diverse plans

As it is the constant tradition, HAl undertakes to carry out some plans
during Ramadan and Eid. HAI arranged for 5 fast-breaking events ad-
dressing orphans and needy families; besides distributing 911 food
parcels on orphans and needy people. Not only that but HAI also cel-
ebrated Eid through granting boys and girls less than 15 year old es-
pecially orphans and poor children Eid clothes. To add, HAI distributed
cash money amongst poor families during Eid night. During Al-Adha
Eid, HAIl teams distributed Eid dressing amongst 7706 beneficiaries
residing in Al-Buqa, Tripoli, Akar, Bruit, Said and Sur. In doing so, HAI
found it necessary to focus on boys and girls less than 15 year old.
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HAI ascribed 1,905,141 AED for executing its plans
in Indonesia during 2014. The biggest share of this
budget was spent on the orphans’ plans; secondly,
HAI spent on establishing mosques, drilling wells and
Adahi (sacrifice). Above that, HAI studies seriously
undertaking similar projects in the near future de-
pending on required field studies. These studies will
help HAI to carry out sustainable plans that support
poor families, the disabled, the elderly and other so-
cially feeble sectors.
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Establishing Al-Rahman mosque

As a part of the social program, HAI has finished building
several mosques including Al-Rahman- mosque in Jawa —
Indonesia. The established most has provided support for
more than 500 people residing in the near area. In addi-
tion to embracing Quran memorization courses especially
for children and adults, this mosque facilitates prayer per-
formance for Muslims especially if the supplied require-
ments are taken into consideration.
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Eid dressing

HAIl is keen to secure needy families’ happiness during Eid.
Thus, HAI has listed the plan of distributing Eid clothes in
the charitable seasonal projects. The importance of this plan
is clear when the differences between the rich and the poor
comes to least possible. So, HAI found it important to carry
out this plan yearly in Indonesia.
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that develop families’ productive skills to cre-
ate their own sources of income especially when
many stories of success have been noticed. HAI
spent 4, 367, 494 AED.
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Breast cancer detective device

HAI has provided the major medical center in Libian with
the presence of the mayor and his assistants, the director
of health department in municipality, the hospital’s direc-
tor as well as the nursing staff. Mass media has notably
covered the event. Further, the device has been examined
on one of the patients.
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Alienating milky cows

An eleven member family has been selected to receive HAI's
sponsorship noting that HAI already sponsors two orphans of
its members. The family that lives in Bobfis village — one of
Fushtri municipality’s villages- received a milky cow with its
small calf. The goal is to raise the benefit of the assistance to
the best possible.
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A shop for a disabled

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Houses for the poor

In India, HAI supervise establishing houses for a number of
poor families. Further, these houses are furnished with all re-
quirements. To do so, HAI sends specialists to collect data
and conduct field surveys to provide information about the
real conditions of the families applying to receiving assis-
tance. Actually, HAI started with establishing houses for or-
phans and is studying now moving to the neediest families in
the near future.
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In Somalia, HAl office has carried out about 8 diverse plans.
In doing so, HAI spent 3,077,000 AED on orphans’ plans
out of 4,018,338 AED, the general budget of HAI in Soma-
lia. The rest of the budget were spent on drilling wells, pro-
ductive families plans, Eid dressing, fast breaking projects,
Adahi (sacrifice) distribution, food assistance; apart from
the plan of mosques renovation that cost 166, 262 AED.
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Provider electric generator

In support for 900 poor families, HAI provided a village in
Shabbily near Mogadishu an electric generator. The locals
in this village work on agriculture and grazing; thus, HAI
found it useful to provide them with an electric generator
that transfers water from the river to irrigate the benefi-
ciaries’ farms.
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Alienating sewing machines

This is one of the most important transferring projects; to il-
lustrate, HAI tries to transfer the lifestyle of the families from
being consumers to be producers. In doing so, HAl focuses on
orphans’ families and families suffering from limited income.
A case in point is a poor family living in Gonghl neighborhood-
Banader governorate. This family practiced small trade proj-
ects and handicraft works. In fact, a field survey has revealed
the real conditions of the deserving families to be alienated
sewing machines brought from the local market.

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Courses in productive projects- Jordan

Being keen to qualify orphans and their mothers with impor-
tant skills, HAI office in Jordan has organized four courses
that trained them on handicrafts. The orphan-girls have been
trained on sewing and embroidery works. Concerning orphans’
mothers, they were enrolled in productive courses as a pave-
ment for being capable of managing small projects empowered
with small loans.
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Academic support and entertaining trips in
Kosovo

HAI team has arranged for several strengthening academic courses
in basic topics for orphans in Kosovo. The goal was to enhance their
knowledge in a way that qualifies them to pass their final exams dis-
tinctively. This will opens great chances to join great colleges. Further,
HAI team has also arranged for refreshing trips of the orphans as well
as their mothers to enjoy the fantastic nature of Kosovo.
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Malaria fighting day: educating orphans’
mothers

In response to the General Health Regional Administration’s
request and in cooperation with other humanitarian organiza-
tions, HAl has organized a meeting for orphans’ mothers that
coincides with the international day for Malaria fighting. The
educating lecture was entitled by “we invest in future to fight
Malaria’. The event has been concluded by distributing some
requirements for fighting Malaria such as: pesticides and nets.
To add, a group of mothers were granted some cash to launch

small projects and some sewing machines.
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Bosnian mothers and orphans develop
their skills

In the course of the implemented plans in Bosnia, HAI has organized
a training course for orphans where specialized trainers trained the
participants on different computer skills. Simultaneously, the moth-
ers received training on sewing and embroidery to be transferred
from being consumers to producers. This will secure them a stable
source of income.
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Orphans have a football team

In cooperation with al-Hikma educating foundation, the Ad-
ministration of Womanly Activities has formed a football
team with the participation of HAlI's orphans. The team is
being sponsored by expert trainers in cooperation with the
sport’s teachers in the foundation. The first team has been
formed on 1st of March 2014 with 17 orphans. The team
members meet every Saturday for practicing football.
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A refreshing day: Ajman piety and
belief festival

In the context of the seasonal charitable projects, HAl undertook to
distribute winter dressing in the UAE. Actually, HAI focused on absti-
nent families and labors working for government and private estab-
lishments. The beneficiaries received blankets and winter clothes
in cooperation with the establishments they work for. Moreover, the
Administration of Womanly Activities distributed 1500 blankets and
winter clothes amongst the needy families who are listed in HAI re-
cords belonging to all nationalities during the first stage of this plan.



Program of orphans’ comprehensive care

Human Appeal International launched the plan of orphans’
comprehensive care in 1989. The goal was to provide or-
phans with all possible kinds of support in relation to the
medical, social and educational fields of life in a way that
secures the orphan as well as this/her family a dignified
life. The comprehensive program comprises:

Health care:

HAIl is keen to provide orphans with required health ser-
vices. Further, HAI found it also necessary to educate their
mothers concerning the importance of taking preventive
measures to keep a sound body. To add, sponsored or-
phans undergo a comprehensive medical checkup regu-
larly and are provided with prescribed medicine.

Educational care:

HAI tries hard to raise the educational levelof sponsored
orphans and their mothers alike. Thus, it starts by following
them on schools; then, to enroll them in remedial teach-
ing courses. Orphans are also being qualified to cope with
technology and scientific development; thus, they are also
enrolled in computer trainingcourses.

Social care:

HAl aims at implanting concepts of positivity and under-
taking initiatives as a pavement for easy social integration.
Further, HAI is also keen to support orphans psychologi-
cally through visiting him/her in various occasions besides
organizing refreshing trips.

Sponsoring talented orphans:

HAI provides all possible support to polish orphans’ talents
and develop their interests; thus, it grants them participa-
tion in specialized clubs to practice their interests and de-
velop their talents.

Supporting orphans’ mothers:

HAI enrolls orphans’ mothers in various social and educa-
tional courses to raise their awareness concerning various
issues.

Program goals:

* The orphan enjoys sound health and keeps good
conduct

* The orphan becomes supportive to the family and the
community

* Developing orphans’ capabilities to depend on one’s
self after halting sponsorship.

Orphans’ activities are carried out under the control of quali-

fied supervisors supported by several centers where spon-

sored orphans find entertaining tools, computers and librar-

ies.

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Administration of womanly activities

It is one of the crucial administrations in Human Appeal International. Its main
field of work is providing the registered needy families with required assistance.
The provided help is almost always of womanly nature. The administration that
has been established in 1986 provides support for families suffering limited
sources of income as well as orphans. The undertaken projects comprise:
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First: Abstinent families’ program

The womanly administration provides 872 families in-
side the UAE with the required assistance in relation to
social, health and educational aspects. This administra-
tion pays women special attention. Thus, widows, di-
vorced, abandoned and orphans’ mothers were brought
to the circle of interest to be supported to overcome

life difficulties. Thus, they will be integrated easily in
the surrounding communities in a way that saves them
feeling of inferiority when compared with others. This
program includes the following plans:
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Monthly food assistance project

HAI provides registered families with monthly assis-
tance including essential food items. In fact, families
fall a short to afford for these expensive items.
Following this plan, families can save their budget to
pay for other requirements.
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Second: Orphan’s sponsorship
program

The womanly administration pays orphans special
attention. Thus, it undertakes many supporting proj-
ects touching health, educational and social aspects
of their lives. This program prevails:
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Orphan’s sponsorship

Orphans are provided with cash assistance
to overcome life troubles in a way that se-
cures them a dignified life.

Orphan’s fund

This plan provides orphans with orphans needs
in relation to various fields: health, education,
social and relief. Further, HAl undertakes to
pay sponsoring amounts when the sponsor
stops sending orphan’s expenditures.

Orphans’ comprehensive care

The organized womanly activities are not lim-
ited to providing cash and in-kind assistance.
HAIl supports them and their mothers in relation
to health, cultural and social aspects. Further,
HAI develops their skills in a way that creates
stable sources of income besides polishing or-
phans’ talents.



Third: Seasonal assistance

The administration is committed to carry out this
program annually. The seasonal assistance include:
Eid dressing, winter dressing, Zakah (Alms) distri-
bution, Ramadan mir (food parcels), orphans’ Eid
gifts, running Hajj amongst others.

Fourth: Surplus food program

Through this plan, HAI team has collected
surplus untouched food prepared for wedding
parties and other occasions to be distributed
amongst the needy. The plan that has been
carried out for nine years successively has
provided support to more than 180852 ben-
eficiaries. The provided assistance has been
evaluated by 5715420 AED.

During 2014, HAI office received surplus food
from 202 parties along the year. In fact, about
15433 (540155 AED) were distributed amongst
poor abstinent families from various nationali-
ties in Bustan, Karameh,swan, Um-Khanour
as well as the labor in the municipality and
fishermen.
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Distributing winter-dressing

The Administration of Womanly Activities undertook an ini-
tiative entitled “Eid Mubarak” — blessed Eid- addressing
poor families. The administration has cooperated with the
Ministry of Culture, Youth and Community Development to
launch HAI plans during Al- Adha. Being keen to reflect Is-
lamic message of humanitarian compaction, the administra-
tion choose to organize this event on Thursday 1st, Dhul-
Hijja coinciding 25/9/2014. A hundred of HAI sponsored
orphans participated in the event.
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Distributing winter-dressing
